Finances - The Lord takes pleasure in the prosperity of His servants...Every
pay period | will save a portion of my income for a year. Then | will seek out
investment opportunities. 1 will increase my giving to the Kingdom by 5%
Fellowship - We are the body of Christ and we are helper to one
another...Sunday | will position myself (heart and attitude) to be a part of a
ministry to help especially when | don’t feel like it.
Fast - to gain clarity and direction as | pray ...for 7, 14 or 21 days | will deny
myself my usual pleasures of the flesh. Evening talks with God.
