Matthew 13:9-17 New Living Translation

9 Anyone with ears to hear should listen and understand.” 10 His disciples came and asked him,
“Why do you use parables when you talk to the people?” 11 He replied, “You are permitted to
understand the secrets of the Kingdom of Heaven, but others are not. 12 To those who listen to my
teaching, more understanding will be given, and they will have an abundance of knowledge. But for
those who are not listening, even what little understanding they have will be taken away from them.
13 That is why | use these parables, For they look, but they don'’t really see. They hear, but they
don’t really listen or understand. 14 This fulfills the prophecy of Isaiah that says, ‘When you hear
what | say, you will not understand. When you see what | do, you will not comprehend. 15 For the
hearts of these people are hardened, and their ears cannot hear, and they have closed their eyes—
so their eyes cannot see, and their ears cannot hear, and their hearts cannot understand, and they
cannot turn to me and let me heal them.’16 “But blessed are your eyes, because they see; and your
ears, because they hear. 17 | tell you the truth, many prophets and righteous people longed to see
what you see, but they didn’t see it. And they longed to hear what you hear, but they didn’t hear it.

Sows

2 Corinthians 9:6-10 Amplified Bible
6 Now [remember] this: he who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows
generously [that blessings may come to others] will also reap generously [and be blessed].
7 Let each one give [thoughtfully and with purpose] just as he has decided in his heart, not
grudgingly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver [and delights in the one
whose heart is in his gift]. 8 And God is able to make all grace [every favor and earthly blessing]
come in abundance to you, so that you may always [under all circumstances, regardless of the
need] have complete sufficiency in everything [being completely self-sufficient in Him], and have an
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abundance for every good work and act of charity. 9 As it is written and forever remains written, “He
[the benevolent and generous person] scattered abroad, he gave to the poor, His righteousness
endures forever!” 10 Now He who provides seed for the sower and bread for food will provide and
multiply your seed for sowing [that is, your resources] and increase the harvest of your
righteousness [which shows itself in active goodness, kindness, and love].
