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Endure until your promise comes 
 
Isaiah 40:31 King James Version  
31 But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as 
eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. 
 
Galatians 6:9 Amplified Bible  
Let us not grow weary or become discouraged in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap, if 
we do not give in. 
 

Ø The purpose of endurance is to have the strength (mental, physical, and 
spiritual) to carry out The Word of God over our competing circumstances. 
As soon as we act on faith endurance is required to walk toward and not 
away from God! 

 
Romans 5:3-5 English Standard Version  
3 Not only that, but we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, 4 and 
endurance produces character, and character produces hope, 5 and hope does not put us to 
shame, because God's love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been 
given to us. 
 

Ø When we are in a challenge it is our responsibility to seek out answers in 
God's Word so that faith can be applied to our issues. 

 
Matthew 6:33 Amplified Bible  
33 But first and most importantly seek (aim at, strive after) His kingdom and His righteousness [His 
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way of doing and being right—the attitude and character of God], and all these things will be given 
to you also. 
 

Ø When we lack the revelation of God's Word our circumstances assume 
control, canceling the operation of God's promise and limiting us to only 
natural experiences. 

 
Hebrews 10:35-38 Amplified Bible 
35 Do not, therefore, fling away your [fearless] confidence, for it has a glorious and great reward. 
36 For you have need of patient endurance [to bear up under difficult circumstances without 
compromising], so that when you have carried out the will of God, you may receive and enjoy 
to the full what is promised. 37 For yet in a very little while, He who is coming will come, and will 
not delay. 38 But My righteous one [the one justified by faith] shall live by faith [respecting man’s 
relationship to God and trusting Him]; And if he draws back [shrinking in fear], My soul has no 
delight in him. 
 

Ø Without hunger and revelation of God's Word, we are limited to only our 
natural experiences teaching and even training our consciousness to live 
according to our senses instead of living by faith. 

 
Hebrews 10:38 King James Version  
38 Now the just shall live by faith: but if any man draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in 
him. 
 
Habakkuk 2:4 King James Version  
4 Behold, his soul which is lifted up is not upright in him: but the just shall live by his faith. 
 
1 Corinthians 15:57-58 Amplified Bible, Classic Edition 57 But thanks be to God, Who gives 
us the victory [making us conquerors] through our Lord Jesus Christ. 58 Therefore, my 
beloved brethren, be firm (steadfast), immovable, always abounding in the work of the Lord [always 
being superior, excelling, doing more than enough in the service of the Lord], knowing and being 
continually aware that your labor in the Lord is not futile [it is never wasted or to no purpose].
